California, ñaõ töøng coù haøng chuïc trieån laõm taïi Myõ. Thaønh phoá HCM, nôi môùi ñaây Chung trôû 
veà ñaû khieán coâ heát söùc thích thuù, caûm giaùc nhö ñöôïc trôû veà vôùituoåi thô, khaùm phaù laïi chính 
mình vôùi nhöõng ñieàu môùi meû. Ñaây laø caûm höùng cho Tiffany thöïc hieän nhöõng taùc phaåm saép 
ñaët aûnh chuïp nhieàu maøu saéc maïnh meõ maø coâ ñaët teân laø Momentum, ñeå baøy toû nhöõng xuùc 
caûm ñaày phöùc taïp cuûa baøn thaân-tình yeâu, noãi baên khoaên, long khao khaùt vaø söï phaán khích ñoái 
vôùi ñôøi sonág ñoâ thò ôû ñaây. Momentum seõ ñöôïc tröng baøy taïi Mai’s Gallery, 16 Nguyeãn Hueä,

“Momentum” cuûa Tiffany D.Chung 

 
Laø moät hoïa só Myõ goác Vieät, Tiffany D.Chung ñaõ toát nghieäp thaïc só taïi Ñaïi hoïc Myõ thuaät 
California (Santa Barbara). Trieån laõm saép ñaët mang teân “Momentum” naøy laø keát quaû 
cuûa 3 naêm saùng taùc cuûa Chung taïi Vieät Nam. 
“Momentum” laø moät trieån laõm mang nhieàu maøu saéc töôi taén cuûa cuoäc soáng. Nhöõng boâng hoa 
trong moät vöôøn hoa: nhöõng maûng soùng coû nhieàu maøu: nhöõng con thuù nhoài boâng nhieàu hình 
daïng khaùc nhau hieàn laønh vaø ñaùnh yeâu nhö bieåu hieän cho moät söï soáng ñang troâi ñi eâm aû. 
Chung noùi, chò daønh saùng taùc naøy ñeå taëng rieâng cho con ngöôøi vaø cuoäc soáng ñoâ thò ôû TP.Hoà 
Chí Minh, nôi maø hieän taïi ñöôïc tieáp noái bôûi quaù khöù vaø thaønh phoá lôùn maïnh, soâi ñoäng töø 
nhöõng con ngöôøi khao khaùt soáng vaø hoaø mình vaøo nhöõng chuyeån bieán khoâng ngöøng cuûa xaõ 
hoäi. Moïi ngöôøi ñang khaùm phaù laïi chính mình vaø tìm laïi tuoåi thô ñaõ bò ñaùnh maát vì nhöõng taøn 
phaù cuûa chieán tranh. Tiffany Chung muoán bieåu hieän trong nhöõng saép ñaët mang teân 
“Momentum” cuûa chò nhöõng khoâng gian maø töø ñoù ngöôøi xem coù theå lieân töôûng ñeán nhöõng 
khoâng gian quen thuoäc nôi mình soáng cuûa thaønh phoá. Ñaëc bieät Chung ñaõ duøng maøu saéc trong 
trieån laõm nhö laø ñöôïc nhìn töø ñoâi maét cuûa nhöõng treû nhoû luoân ngôõ ngaøng tröôùc nhöõng ñoåi thay 
vaø mong chôø nhieàu ñieàu toát ñeïp saép tôùi. 
Chung cho toâi bieát laø chò ôû Myõ ñaõ ñöôïc 30 naêm; laàn ñaàu tieân veà nöôùc naêm 1999 vaø töø naêm 
2000 ñeán nay, chò ôû laïi VN laøm vieäc vaø saùng taùc myõ thuaät. Chò cuõng tham gia lôùp daïy myõ 
thuaät cho moät lôùp treû em maãu giaùo ôû TPHCM vaø tham gia giaûng daïy tieáng Anh ôû moät soá 



tröôøng. Chung noùi raèng nhöõng ngaøy chò môùi trôû veà thì nhöõng caûm xuùc veà queâ höông vaø 
TPHCM coøn ít oûi. Tuy vaäy chò vaãn môû moät trieån laõm ôû Myõ sau laàn trôû veà ñoù vaø cuõng töø ñoù 
chò caûm thaáy gaén boù vôùi thaønh phoá naøy raát nhieàu vaø thöïc söï yeâu cuoäc soáng ôû TPHCM. Chò 
cho raèng “Momentum” laø taùc phaåm cuûa tröôøng phaùi tröøu töôïng phoå bieán maø ôû ñoù hoïa só ñaõ 
duøng nhöõng saûn phaåm quen thuoäc vôùi moïi ngöôøi ñem ñôn giaûn vaø tröøu töôïng hoùa ñeå thu huùt 
ngöôøi xem baèng söï tieán trieån vaø chuyeån ñoäng cuûa maøu saéc. Ñaây laø trieån laõm ñaàu tieân cuûa 
Chung ôû VN nhöng noù cuõng laø laàn trieån laõm caù nhaân thöù 14 cuûa chò töø naêm 1995. Trieån laõm 
khai maïc ngaøy 18/10 taïi Mai’s Gallery, 16 Nguyeãn Hueä quaän 1 TPHCM.

Tiffany D.Chung: Toâi phaûi trôû veà queâ höông  

 
Tiffany D.Chung sinh ra taïi Ñaø Naüng, sang Myõ töø hoài coøn beù. Naêm 1998, coâ toát nghieäp cöû 
nhaân myõ thuaät Ñaïi hoïc California, baét ñaàu toå chöùc nhieàu cuoäc trieån laõm  myõ thuaät caù nhaân. 
Naêm 2000, coâ ñaäu  baèng thaïc só myõ thuaät vaø laø giaûng vieân myõ thuaät Ñaïi hoïc California taïi 
Santa Barbara. Ngay trong naêm nay, coâ laïi coù moät quyeát ñònh lôùn: Boû laïi Myõ taát caû söï nghieäp 
ñeå quay veà Vieät Nam sinh soáng vaø saùng taïo myõ thuaät… Hieän coâ laø giaùo vieân daïy myõ thuaät cho 
treû em taïi Tröôøng Quoác teá Fosco ôû TPHCM. Tiffany taâm söï: “Ñeán ñaàu  naêm 2000, toâi caûm 
thaáy phaûi trôû veà nôi sinh ra mình ñeå baét ñaàu tìm hieåu veà myõ thuaät Vieät Nam noùi rieâng vaø myõ 
thuaät phöông Ñoâng noùi chung”.  
Momentum laø teân cuoäc trieån laõm myõ thuaät ñaàu tieân cuûa coâ taïi Vieät Nam ñang dieãn ra taïi 
gallery Mai (16 Nguyeãn Hueä, Q.1) töø ngaøy 18-10 ñeán 5-11-2003. Coâ mang ñeán moät phong 
caùch môùi “pop art”, theo coâ, ñoù laø moät ngheä thuaät phoå bieán, ñaïi chuùng, daønh cho taát caû moïi 
ngöôøi. Söï ñôn giaûn, deã caûm nhaän trong taùc phaåm cuûa Tiffany taïo moät khoâng gian veïn 
nguyeân, tinh khieát ñeå ngöôøi xem coù theå laéng ñoïng vaø suy tö veà tuoåi thô cuûa chính mình.

Artist’s focus reflects a return to her roots 

  
HCM CITY – For Vietnamese - American artist Tiffany D Chung, Viet Nam remains 

new even though her family’s roots are here. 
In her Momentum exhibition at Mai’s Gallery, she juxtaposes colour photographs, teddy 

bears and plastic objects in different styles and sizes with more traditional images. 
“Viet Nam is so new and fresh to me. I believe my works will make a strong impression 

on HCM City residents,” says Chung, a fine arts lecturer at the University of California in 
Santa Barbara 

Collaborating with a close friend, photographer Quoc Huy, Chung uses colour photos of 
flowers and girls in daily lives. “You will see and hear the images and sounds of life in Viet 
Nam, particularly in HCM City, through my works.” 



Chung said she gets inspired from Vietnamese children, particularly poor children who 
want to study but have little opportunity. To help them, she teaches fine arts and English to 
children at a kindergarten and some language centers in the city. 

“I first returned to Viet Nam in 1999 after more than 30 years of living away. I found 
the most important thing is that although I’m grateful for my life in the US, Viet Nam 
embodies everything to me.” 

She said that her Momentum works are her own present to her country. “I like visiting 
markets around HCM City and looking at female vendors and workers who are working hard 
for their family,” she said. 

“I find unlimited sources of inspiration in Viet Nam,” she added. 
Chung graduated in fine arts from the University of California in 1998. She has had 14 

exhibits in the US. Momentum is her first show in Viet Nam. 
The exhibition runs until November 5 on 16 Nguyen Hue Street

A Tiffany Chung installation that “derives from a range of projects dedicated to the urban 
experience of HCMC” is on display at Mai’s Gallery in downtown HCMC until November 5.  
The show at 16 Nguyen Hue Boulevard is called Momentum and “attempts to examine the 
routines of daily life in this fascinating city,” as the publicity blurb puts it. 
“It also reflects people’s experiences of shapes and colors while driving past advertising 
billboards and consumer goods, and depicts nature within an urban context as a highly self-
aware, stylized presentation of itself.” 
Tiffany Chung graduated from the University of California in Long Beach in 1998 and gained 
a master’s degree at UC Santa Barbara two years later. Since 1995 she has been a frequent 
exhibition in that state
